Many times, Pier Giorgio happened to encounter a poor person and did not have a penny in his pocket. Pier Giorgio
had another resort, remembers Enrico Lanfranco. And the resort was [his] breakfast. So, in the piazza San Carlo in front
of the Stratta (a famous pastry shop in Turin founded in 1836), after having searched his pockets in vain for some
change, — he only possessed small change — he took out from one of his usual bulging pockets the loaf of bread they
had prepared for him at home for breakfast. “See, | only have this to give you,” he murmured quickly, and then, “Who
are you? What do you need?” And immediately after having taken note of the residence of the poor person and of his
most urgent needs, he continued on his way. But that poor person could be sure that someday an anonymous and
charitable hand would comfort him more widely.
